1. Introductions and Agenda Review 

TAC members called in to the MIC office to participate in the meeting via conference call.  
Chair Dena Young called the meeting to order at 3:03 p.m. and meeting attendees introduced 
themselves.  There were no changes put forward to the agenda.   

2. 2009‐2012 Duluth Area Transportation Improvement Program Amendment #2 

Ron Chicka referred meeting participants to the list, sent out prior to today’s meeting, of 
possible transportation projects within the Minnesota side of the MIC area to be funded by the 
American Recovery and Reinvestment Act.  He noted that changes had been occurring to the 
final list of approved projects up until this afternoon. 

James Gittemeier reviewed all approved projects (4 MnDOT, 2 local and 4 new transit projects) 
which, because they are utilizing federal funds and are located within the MIC planning area, 
must be amended into the 2009 TIP and STIP project lists for FY2009 (see attached project list 
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for details).  He noted that 2 other DTA projects did not need to be formally amended into the 
TIP but were listed as Administrative Modifications because they are currently programmed in 
the 2009‐2012 TIP and are being advanced to FY 2009 with no changes to project scope or cost. 

Motion and 
Discussion 

Jim Foldesi/Chuck Froseth moved to approve Amendment #2 to the 2009‐2012 
Duluth Area Transportation Improvement Program as presented.  There was no 
further discussion and the motion was approved unanimously. 

3. Announcements 

Ron Chicka reported, in regard to possible Wisconsin‐area projects, that the City of Superior had 
forwarded two for consideration (listed at end of meeting summary) – but it was uncertain at this 
point whether either would be included in the final list of approved projects.  He added that 
WisDOT has indicated it intends to initiate a second round of funding, at which point the Superior 
projects might have a better chance to be included in the funding stream.  However, in the event 
that a Superior‐area project is included in this first round, we will follow the normal Wisconsin TIP 
process which stipulates a 30‐day public notice for all new projects, which staff has already 
initiated.  This would also require that a separate special TAC meeting be held, again by 
conference call, on Monday, March 16 at 3:00 pm.  Staff will keep committee members apprised of 
the Wisconsin projects and the TIP amendment process and send out the appropriate meeting 
notices. 

4.  Adjournment 

With no further agenda items or announcements, Chair Young thanked all callers for their 
participation and adjourned the meeting at 3:15 pm.
